Mayors for Peace

In August 1945, single atomic bombs dropped on the
cities of Hiroshima and Nagasaki instantaneously
reduced them to rubble, taking vast numbers of

precious lives.

To ensure that the atomic tragedy

never repeated anywhere on earth, Hiroshima and
Nagasaki have consistently sought to persuade the
world that nuclear weapons are inhumane and have
continually called for their total abolition.

On June 24 1982, at the 2nd Special Session on

Disarmament held at United Nations Headquarters in

New York, the mayor of Hiroshima announced the Paogto Promote the Solidarity of Cities

toward the Total Abolition of Nuclear Weapons, arpto build transnational solidarity among

cities to facilitate collective efforts toward tledimination of nuclear weapons. The mayors of
Hiroshima and Nagasaki issued a joint call to siggerywhere to support this program.

Mayors for Peace is a body made up of cities thaelexpressed their support for the program

described above.

In March 1990, the Conference registered as an NGO with the United

Nations Department of Public Information; it wagistered as a Category Il NGO (currently
called an NGO in Special Consultative Status) Wit United Nations Economic and Social
Council in May 1991.

1 Outline

To date, the nuclear-weapon states are evidently
uninterested in pursuing their good-faith negotiations
toward nuclear disarmament. Some openly state their
intentions to develop “usable” tactical nuclear weapons.
These actions are provoking nuclear proliferation, and the
NPT regime teeters on the verge of collapse. The
elimination of nuclear weapons remains an elusive goal.

In response to mounting nuclear peril, Mayors for Peace

launched an "Emergency Campaign to Ban Nuclear Weaponsrtmj® its "2020 Vision,"
a program to eliminate all nuclear weapons by the year 2B8073th anniversary of the
atomic bombings in Hiroshima and Nagasaki. Mayors for Peztber associations of
local authorities, NGOs and private individuals are now workingtbegeo promote this
campaign.

This campaign has received support from numerous prestigious otgarszancluding the
EU Parliament, U.S. Conference of Mayors (USCM), Inteomafi Physicians for the
Prevention of Nuclear War (IPPNW), National Conference tdcB Mayors, Japan
Association of City Mayors, Japan Council of Nuclear-Areeal Authorities, and the World
Assembly of United Cities and Local Governments (UCLG).

(1) Cities Appeal supporting the Hiroshima-Nagasaki Protocol and esalution at the
NPT Review Conference 2010
Mayors for Peace announced the Hiroshima-Nagasaki Protocol, dmapato a
nuclear-weapon-free world by 2020, at NPT PrepCom in Geneva ilni2Qp8.

This Protocol would supplement the Nuclear Non-Proliferatioratyyeand we intend
for it to be adopted by the NPT Review Conference in 2010.achgve this goal, we
are also promoting a Cities Appeal, a petition to be signedémber mayors or other
elected officials in support of our lobbying activities at thé.

(2) Cities Are Not Targets (CANT) project Petition Drive
Sending a message to nuclear-weapon states that citiestandling to be targeted by
nuclear weapons, cities around the world are pointing to the ihityrand illegality of
such targeting, and have asked nuclear-weapon states dioarasss that they will not
be attacked.

1 Purpose

We face a critical tipping point with respect to the prodif®n and use of nuclear weapons. The
NPT, the only international agreement controlling nuclear wea®ns, the verge of collapse.

To cope with this challenge, Mayors for Peace is promotin@020 Vision, a campaign to ban
nuclear weapons that is now focusing on the Hiroshima-NagRsatkicol, a concrete
commitment to a nuclear-weapon-free world. Such a commitimem urgent necessity.

The Protocol offers a roadmap toward total nuclear weapongiaibdly 2020, and our campaign
is now concentrating on adoption of this protocol at the NPT Re@enference in 2010.

In the next few years, the international community will deeidleer to eliminate nuclear weapons
or use them.

Considering that continued exploitation of the dmmatory nature of the Treaty, wherein
nuclear-weapon States Parties are exempted froprdigbition on the acquisition of nuclear weapass,
incompatible with the pursuit in good faith of ne&t disarmament in all its aspects;

Considering further that full equality under intational law must be re-established by the elimoratf
all nuclear arsenals as agreed in the 1995 Exter@mmference decision on “Principles and Objectives

Article |
1. The nuclear-weapon States Parties to this Rybshall cease forthwith:

(a) all activities related to the acquisition of nuclesapon which non-nuclear-weapon States
Parties are prohibited from pursuing under thetyrea the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear
Weapons;

(b) all activities which incorporate nuclear weaports itmeir military doctrines and practices; and
shall place all nuclear weapons and weapon-usesiéef materials in safe and secure storage af
the earliest possible date.

2. All other States Parties to this Protocol posisgsweapons-usable fissile material shall takeehgieps
required of the nuclear-weapon States in paragtaphich apply to their circumstances.

Article 1
1. The States Parties to this Protocol shall puisugood faith negotiations on achieving nuclea
disarmament in all its aspects under the followiiag main sections:
Section One negotiations will standardize and Ilggabdify the measures taken under Article I,
paragraph 1, (a) and (b).
Section Two negotiations will address:

(c) the elimination of all nuclear weapons and relateployment systems, including delivery

vehicles, launch platforms, and command and cosyrstiems.
(d) the elimination of all infrastructure associatedhwthe acquisition of nuclear-weapon system,
including production and testing facilities, andatifweapon-usable fissile material stocks.

2. The negotiations called for in paragraph 1 shalle as their objective a Nuclear Weapons Cornwenti
or a comparable Framework Agreement. Negotiatigradl begin forthwith and be pursued without
interruption by all States Parties until this otijge is achieved. A Secretariat for the negatiagi shall
be established that remains in operation until tiagjons are concluded.
3. Every good faith effort shall be made to engbet all measures related to Section One are ageed
implemented before or by 2015 and that all measwiased to Section Two are agreed and implemente
before or by 2020.
4. All measures contained or foreseen in the Nuddzapons Convention or Framework Agreement sha
be subject to strict and effective internationahtcol and shall provide for international institutis
capable of ensuring that the nuclear-weapon freddwehich is achieved can be maintained indefigitel

Article Il

Nothing in this Protocol shall be interpreted awidishing in anyway the nonproliferation obligatsoof
any State Party to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferabf Nuclear Weapons; including each State’
obligation to cooperate in the establishment angraifpn of the international institutions of Argcll,
paragraph 4.

We have been so heartened by the way old and nembers of Mayors for Peace have embraced the 2020
Vision of a nuclear-weapon-free world by the ye@2@ But four-and-a-half years have elapsed withou
significant progress toward our goal. If anythitige situation has worsened. If our vision iseémain
compelling, it must now mature into a plan. Takihg Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear
Weapons (NPT) as the foundation, we have set toplan of action in the form of a protocol to thredty
which would allow all states to contribute to realg the 2020 Vision.

We call this protocol the “Hiroshima-Nagasaki Poati in the profound hope that this will encourage
people throughout the world to accord it commensuattention.

We are under no illusion that governments will =g seize upon the Protocol as the answer to the
difficulties that face them in the field of nucleawnproliferation and disarmament. Years of deddlo
have led to increasingly lower expectations indipbomatic world. Many seem to think that if wenca
just manage to muddle through, we should be grateBut far too much is at stake. The
Hiroshima-Nagasaki Protocol (see below) challergga&rnments to concentrate on eliminating the rauicle
threat once and for all.

No constituency is more qualified to communicagithportance of nuclear disarmament than the
representatives of people who live in cities. Maclweapons were developed because of their capacit
destroy cities, and that capacity remains to thisat the core of the national security policiethef
nuclear-armed states. The cities of the world en@imore than half of humanity now resides — have
spoken in no uncertain terms: “Cities Are Not Tésfe National governments need to know that cities
expect more from them. By rallying behind the ldhimna-Nagasaki Protocol, cities can inspire
governments to aim higher.

The Cities Appeal will be formally presented to 2810 NPT Review Conference. We hope that by then
it will have garnered support from thousands aésit

Mindful that according to the United Nations Populatitund, “In 2008, for the first time in history, mohan
half of the world’s population will be living in towns aedies;” and that United Cities and Local Governments
is recognized by UN agencies as the voice of citieddwide;

Taking, in this regard, special note of the support esqaekin the 2007 Jeju Declaration of the Second World
Congress of United Cities and Local Governments for Miagors for Peace campaign, which lobbies the
international community to renounce weapons of madsui¢isn;”

Noting that while the Biological Weapons Convention drel@hemical Weapons Convention prohibit the
acquisition of such weapons of mass destruction withamgption, the Treaty of the Non-Proliferation of
Nuclear Weapons (NPT) exempts five “nuclear-weapoates’ from the prohibition on the acquisition of
nuclear weapons;

Underscoring that the aforementioned exemption wasrmegant to be permanent as all States were obligated
to “pursue negotiations in good faith on effective measuelating to ... nuclear disarmament;”

Recalling that, in 2005, a Mayors for Peace statemesgichan a resolution of the U.S. Conference of Mayors
and signed by 575 mayors worldwide called upon Staitte to the NPT to take a decision to commence
negotiation on the elimination of nuclear weapons angumasable fissile material, and that this resolution
was presented in the Great Hall of the General AssemtthetNPT Review Conference President;

Alarmed that not only did the 2005 NPT Review Confeediad to reach agreement on any decisions
whatsoever and but also that no negotiations whatsoaverdtcurred in the years since to advance the
objective of nuclear disarmament;

Mindful that the elimination of all nuclear weapons bg year 2020 has become more difficult because of this
lack of progress and other adverse developmentgobutnced that with a rededication to good faith efftires
objective is still achievable;

Welcoming wholeheartedly the 62nd UN General Assembdisits to begin preparations for a UN Decade for
Disarmament, 2010-2020;

Pledge to do our utmost to ensure that it will be a dec@ecade for nuclear disarmament;

Since our experience of the atomic bombing 64 yegwskiroshima has continually called for the abolition of
nuclear weapons and realization of lasting world peaBespite our efforts, many areas around the world
remain trapped in chains of hatred, violence and agitati, our planet still bristles with vast arsenals of nuclear
weapons, and the probability that such weapons will bd issincreasing.

We attended the NPT Preparatory Committee with the Mai@lagations formed by our member cities, held in
Geneva, Switzerland in April 2008. We called for thedjtaith efforts to government representatives, and
launched the Hiroshima-Nagasaki Protocol, which shb@sdadmap with certain process each government
much address toward the total abolition of nucleapwea. This will reinforce our activities toward the
elimination of nuclear weapons by the year 2020.

Nuclear weapons are illegal, immoral devices designedbliterate entire cities. Despite the end of the Cold
War, the danger of nuclear weapons remains virtualbhanged. We still have thousands of nuclear warheads
deployed and ready to fire on warning. At the push lofitton, nuclear-tipped missiles can be on their way to a
target city. If such an event were to take place, sttpehome to children and hundreds of thousands of
innocent noncombatants, would suffer utter devastation.

The Mayors for Peace project is designed to lift theesaf cities and citizens to say, “No!  You may not
target cities. You may not target children.” Througsthactivities, we intend to bring to the attention of
mayors, citizens and national leaders the fact that citesin fact, still being targeted for annihilation and the
International Court of Justice has found this threalf itsdoe a war crime. Furthermore, we hope this ptojec
will intensify our demand that the nuclear-weapon statéi$i their promise to “negotiate in good faith” to
abolish all nuclear weapons.

In addition, based on the Hiroshima-Nagasaki Protocoh gavernment should address concretely to realie th
abolition of nuclear weapons. Through our members;itiee ask each government’s favor to this Protoedl a
aim at adopting it at the NPT Review Conference. To rfakenomentum, we try to raise the citizens’ voice to
stimulate the international public opinion.

The goal of this project is not a shifting of nuclear weapmmay from cities but their total elimination. And,
when we speak here of “cities,” we refer not to a itipal entity of a certain size but to any area in \Wwhic
children and non-combatants are living routine daily lives.

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Covenant of the Mayors for Peace

In August, 1945, the first nuclear weapons everduse human history caused an indescribable
catastrophe for the cities of Hiroshima and Nagasakven now a number of A-bomb survivors are still
suffering physically, psychologically, and socialisom various after-effects. Nevertheless, nuclear
weapons have not been abolished; they continubréaten human existence. Our goal is to maintain
environments that enable citizens to lead safeyrlllives, and to contribute to the attainmentasting
world peace. To this end, we pledge to make eg#fort to create an inter-city solidarity transcerd
national boundaries and ideological differencesriter to achieve the total abolition of nuclear peres
and avert the recurrence of the Hiroshima and Nagasgedies.

We agree to the intent of the "Program to Promatid&ity of Cities towards the Total Abolition of
Nuclear Weapons" proposed by Hiroshima and Nagasdkirthermore, we hope that the "World
Conference of Mayors for Peace through Inter-cijicgrity,” which held its first session in August
1985, shall become a permanent organization. Aacghy, we do hereby establish an organization to
be known as the "Mayors for Peace".

CHAPTER |
PURPOSES AND PRINCIPLES

Purposes

ARTICLE 1
The Purposes of the "Mayors for Peace" are to itnri# to the attainment of lasting world peace by
arousing concern among citizens of the world far thtal abolition of nuclear weapons through close
solidarity among all cities which agree to the 'ffeon to Promote Solidarity of Cities towards théalo
Abolition of Nuclear Weapons" as well as by striyito solve vital problems for the human race sueh a
starvation and poverty, the plight of refugees, aomights abuses, and environmental degradation.
(Cities which agree to the "Program to Promote dawify of Cities towards the Total Abolition of
Nuclear Weapons" are hereinafter cited as soligatties.)

Purposes
ARTICLE 2
The Organization and solidarity cities, in pursaft the Purposes stated in Article 1, shall act in
accordance with the following Principles;

(a) The Organization shall be based on friendsipgmdwill, and respect for the actual conditions of
Solidarity Cities.

(b) The Organization shall devote itself to thetabolition of nuclear weapons and the attainnaént
lasting world peace, and to the solution of sucbbfgms as starvation, poverty, the plight of
refugees, human rights abuses, and environmengahdigtion in cooperation with the United
Nations, a major peace-keeping organization intbed.

(c) Solidarity Cities shall work for the developmef friendly relationships and bonds of solidarity
among cities on the basis of mutual understandirtgséall act in good faith for the attainment of
the Purposes in accordance with the present Cotienan

(d) Solidarity Cities shall seek to increase glodahreness of the "Spirit of Hiroshima and Nagdsaki
by introducing and expanding the idea of Inter-Etlidarity.

CHAPTER I
ACTIVITIES

Details of the Activities
ARTICLE 3

The Organization, in pursuit of the Purposes statedrticle 1, shall be engaged in the following
activities;

(a) To introduce and expand the idea of intersitidarity to worldwide cities.

(b) To make an appeal for the total abolition ofclear weapons and general and complete

disarmament to related organizations such as thiedJNations.
(c) To coordinate the following activities promotiegl Solidarity Cities.
(i) Solidarity Cities shall hold gatherings and etgedevoted to the cause of disarmament and peace,
and/or to the solution of such problems as stasaatpoverty, the plight of refugees, human rights

abuses, and environmental degradation and shall sepies of any statement, resolution, or
proclamation, associated with these events, ta @hbkdarity Cities.
(i) Solidarity cities shall transmit messages athting the total abolition of nuclear weapons and
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general and complete disarmament to the Secretengi@l and the President of the General
Assembly of the United Nations during the Unitedtiblas Disarmament Week. In addition,
copies of the messages shall be exchanged with Sthiglarity Cities.

(i) Solidarity Cities that sponsor workshops oe@tings on peace, disarmament, and security issues,
and/or the solution of such problems as starvaonerty, the plight of refugees, human rights
abuses, and environmental degradation shall seledtare pamphlets, books, and materials
reporting these results to other Solidarity Cities.

(iv)Solidarity Cities that publish or obtain matds, brochures, or books related to peace,
disarmament, and security issues, and/or to thdienlof such problems as starvation, poverty,
the plight of refugees, human rights abuses, antt@mental degradation shall bring them to
the attention of other Solidarity Cities.

(v) Bearing in mind the current international sttaa and the urgency and importance of nuclear
disarmament, Solidarity Cities shall hold photodpiapexhibitions which describe and depict to
citizens around the world the actual nature ofdbeastations wreaked by the atomic bombs on
Hiroshima and Nagasaki.

(viyThe cities of Hiroshima and Nagasaki shall peate by providing necessary exhibition
photographs and introducing documentary films esjcaind books, that depict the disaster caused
by the atomic bombings.

(d) To sponsor and organize events as may be rsegdssachieve the Purposes stated in the present
Covenant.

Vice-Presidents and Executive Members.

. The Vice-President shall assist the Presidelmt.case of the inability of the President to cavuy the
duties of the office, the Vice-President shallifuthe duties of the President.
. The Executive Members shall be appointed frorid&aty Cities by the President with regional
conditions taken into consideration.

1. The General Conference shall meet every fousyi@gorinciple.
2. The General Conference shall be held to achiesePurposes stated in Article 1 and to decide and
approve relevant questions.

Executive Conference
ARTICLE 8
1. The Executive Conference shall consist of thechtive Officials and shall meet when the occasion

arises.
2. The Executive Conference shall be authorizethédte emergency decisions for the Organization in
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place of the General Conference with the excepifaecting the President and the Vice-President.

Convocation
ARTICLE 9
The General Conference or the Executive Conferehakt be convoked by the President.

Voting
ARTICLE 10

1. Each Solidarity City participating in the Gerle€anference or the Executive Conference shall have
one vote. In case of absence, each Solidarity @iy delegate its vote by proxy to another
participating city.

2. Decisions of the Conference on all questiond tleamade by a simple majority vote of participati
cities. In case of tie votes, the President stedt a deciding vote.

3. When circumstances render it impossible to hol@onference, decisions shall be made by votes
conveyed in letters to the Secretariat from Solig#&ities.

CHAPTER V
