We hope this program will help convey the realities of the A-bombings to future generations and
strengthen the network among member cities through youth exchange.

If interested, please refer to the attached Application Guidelines and submit required
documents by email by Friday, April 14, 2017 at 3pm in Japan Standard Time (UTC +9).

Hiroshima City University and the Mayors for Peace Secretariat will select the participants and
notify applicants or cities of the results in the middle of May 2017.
