We would like to extend our warmest welcome to all of you from various countries around the
world as well as Japan who have come to take part in the 2nd World Conference of Mayors for |
Peace through Inter-City Solidarity in Hiroshima and Nagasaki. |

These two cities, the only places in the world to have experienced, forty-four years ago, the |
devastation of a nuclear holocaust, have been developing, phoenix-like, since then under the
banner of “Cities of International Peace and Culture”. And throughout this period, their citizens
have committed themselves to unceasing efforts to arouse and spread international public opinion
in pursuit of the abolition of nuclear weapons and permanent world peace.

Recently, the signing of the U.S.-Soviet treaty to abolish intermediate-range nuclear forces and
progress in ongoing negotiations on the reduction of strategic nuclear weapons have raised the
hopes and expectations of people around the world. However, the international situation sur-
rounding the subject of nuclear weapons remains highly complicated and there still are a great
number of obstacles standing in the way of their elimination. Moreover, the threat of nuclear |
destruction is but one of a large and growing list of issues that plague mankind and require
solution through global cooperation, such as hunger, poverty and destruction of the natural |
environment.

Now is the time, more than ever before, for the world’s cities and citizens to join hands across
national boundaries and differences in thinking and world outlook, and work together to save our |
planet from the peril before it and build a world we can all inhabit in comfort and safety.

It was with these sentiments that we first issued our international appeal for “Solidarity among
Cities Towards the Total Abolition of Nuclear Weapons” in 1983, which led to the 1st World
Conference of Mayors for Peace through Inter-City Solidarity four years ago.

With this second meeting, we are heartened to see that much greater number of cities are taking
part than in the first. This is clearly a reflection of an intensifying international quest for peace,
and makes us as the host cities feel deeply gratified.

We sincerely hope that the participants, drawing on the first-hand access they have here to the
poignant reminders of the ravages of atomic bombings, will frankly exchange views and opinions
on the roles of cities in the nuclear age and on the question of world peace, and in doing so
contribute to further strengthening the inter-city solidarity and understanding.

Let us reaffirm our commitment to a continued endeavor to strengthen the bonds of friendship
and trust among cities of the world, stimulate and encourage international public opinion towards
the total abolition of nuclear weapons, and persist in our efforts to achieve lasting peace for all
mankind.
