m Cities Are Not Targets! (CANT) Petition Forms on Display at UN Headquarters

[New York, March 24]

The 1.02 million signature petition forms collected for the Mayors for Peace “Cities Are Not Targets!
(CANT)” initiative are now on permanent display at the UN Headquarters in New York.  The exhibit,
consisting of two three-meter-high towers of petition forms, was inaugurated by UN Secretary-General
Ban Ki-moon and US Messenger of Peace, actor Michael Douglas, at a formal ceremony on March 24.
The petition forms were submitted to the UN in May 2010 by the Mayors for Peace delegation on the
occasion of the NPT Review Conference. The CANT monument is the first-ever permanent civil
society exhibit (i.e. not donated by a government) to be installed at UN Headquarters.

The Frente Nacional de Prefeitos (FNP) invited Mayors for Peace to the Brazilian capital for their 59th
General Meeting. Nearly 100 Brazilian Mayors elected the new FNP board. The new FNP Board
was welcomed by President Dilma Rousseff. Mayors for Peace had also the opportunity to discuss
future co-operation with the Associacdo Brasileira de Municipios (ABM) and the Confederacao
Nacional de Municipios (CNM). The proposal to increase Mayors for Peace membership up to one
thousand Brazilian Mayors before the end of 2011 has been welcomed by both the FNP and ABM.
