■Hiroshima and Nagasaki Peace Declaration

On the occasion of the 67th anniversary of the A-bombings, the mayors of Hiroshima and Nagasaki announced the 2012 

Peace Declaration on August 6 and 9 respectively. In the Hiroshima Peace Declaration it is mentioned that this year is 

the 30th anniversary of the establishment of Mayors for Peace, our member cities reached over 5,300 and the 8th 

General Conference of Mayors for Peace will take place in Hiroshima next August.

Chairman of the Middle Powers Initiative (MPI). Founded in 1998 by eight prominent nuclear disarmament 

organizations, MPI works with influential middle power countries to bridge the political divide between nuclear 

weapon states and to advance practical proposals for nuclear disarmament.

■Member City Activities 

--------------------------------------------------------- 
The City of Oyama, Japan held the Peace Exhibition 2012 commemorating the 20th anniversary of the Peace City 

Declaration from July 25 to 31, 2012. There were about one hundred panels on the nuclear bombing in Nagasaki and 

about thirty artifacts exposed to the bombing. People listened to a survivor’s testimony on July 25 as well. 

 

The City of Hannover, Germany encouraged the domestic member cities to join “Fly the flag’ days on July 8 and 9. 

This initiative was proposed to remind the members about their membership and to create new and strengthen current 

relations among them by flying the flag of Mayors for Peace in front of their city hall. More than thirty cities in 

Germany participated in the first ‘Fly the flag’ activities. 

 

The City of Manchester, the UK will be co-operating with the request of the Mayor of Montreal to hold a ‘minute of 

silence, moment of peace’ at midday on September 21, the UN International Day of Peace. The Lord Mayor of 

Manchester will lead a minute’s silence to remember all those affected by war and to call for more peaceful solutions to 

global crises. This will be followed by a concert held by the group ‘Musicians Without Borders’ who assist refugees 

escaping from torture. The event will open the Manchester Peace Festival and also serve as part of the opening program 

to launch the Manchester Food and Drink Festival. Mayors for Peace members from across the UK and Ireland will be 

in attendance at the event.

To commemorate the 5,000-city milestone, please hold a new poster exhibit in your municipality sometime in August,  

around September 21, the UN International Day of Peace, or Peace Memorial Day of your municipality in 2012. 

By holding these exhibits in as many cities as possible, we hope to directly inform millions of citizens regarding the 

impact of nuclear war, including the fact that even a limited war would cause catastrophic climate change resulting in 

global famine, and the role city leaders strive to play. Please do hold an exhibition and bring this problem to the 

attention of people in your city.  

And while you’re at it, please set up petition booths during the exhibition to collect signatures calling for an immediate 

start to negotiations on a nuclear weapons convention. 

 

The posters are now available in French as well as English, German, Russian and Japanese. You can download from the 

Mayors for Peace website. We are also preparing Arabic, Spanish and Catalan versions. For detailed information,

Committee Meeting for the NPT Review Conference to lead those taking place in all the member cities. Please be sure

■Please support the petition drive for a nuclear weapons convention 

--------------------------------------------------------- 
The next step in abolishing all nuclear weapons by 2020 is to negotiate a nuclear weapons convention.  

A nuclear weapons convention will prohibit the acquisition, development, possession, deployment and use of nuclear 

weapons and all related activities.  

At our Executive Conference in Granollers, Spain in November 2011, we agreed to promote a global grassroots petition 

drive through which all member cities can call for an immediate start to negotiations on a nuclear weapons convention.  

 

On behalf of Mayors for Peace, President Kazumi Matsui handed a certificate representing 478,303 signatures 

collected by April 30 to Mr. Peter Woolcott, chairman of the first Preparatory Committee Meeting for the 2015 NPT 

Review Conference in May 2012 in Vienna, Austria.  

 

We will continue collecting signatures until 2015 and present them to the UN at appropriate times. 

Please promote this petition drive in your city. For example, the City of Hiroshima has set up petition booths in the 

lobbies of City Hall and other municipal offices since April 2, and we have been collecting signatures at the venues of 

events organized by the city. Please let us know how your city is working on this petition drive so we can tell others.
