DESCRIPTION
♦ The Nuclear Diplomacy Crash Course is 

a nuclear disarmament education 
programme for 10-15 selected students 
organized by PAX. The PAX No Nukes 
team informs, mobilizes and speaks out 
for nuclear disarmament. 

♦ PAX wants to offer a platform for young 
and motivated students to learn about 
nuclear disarmament and to get 
involved in the diplomacy surrounding 
nuclear weapons.

♦ 15 participants.

♦ Participants from Germany, France, 
Bulgaria, Egypt, South Korea and the 
Netherlands.

♦ Students with a background in political 
science, international relations, 
philosophy and communication science.



HOLLANDITIS?
♦ Nuclear weapons in The Netherlands 

are a public secret.

♦ Around twenty US nuclear weapons are 
stored at the Volkel air base.

♦ The Dutch government participated in 
the negotiations on the Treaty on the 
Prohibition of  Nuclear weapons, but as 
the treaty explicitly prohibits the hosting 
of  nuclear weapons, it is not yet ready to 
join.
