Mayors for Peace in 1982. To this end, we strive to cultivate public
awareness for the abolition of nuclear weapons through strong solidarity
among cities as well as to address humanitarian issues such as starvation,
poverty, the plight of refugees, human rights abuses, and environmental
degradation. Mayors for Peace was registered as an NGO in Special
Consultative Status with the UN Economic and Social Council in 1991.

As of Mayl, 2024, we have 8,389 member cities in 166 countries and
regions.
