The tree was
named “PACIFICO,” referencing “peace” in
Italian and is taken care of by the school
children. Since receiving it, the primary school
has been involved in a number of peace
projects such as Skyping several times with
hibakusha to hear their testimonies, and even
inviting a hibakusha (in June 2017). The
students took each opportunity to think about
what happened in Hiroshima and Nagasaki as
