In July 2017, the Treaty on the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons was
adopted at the United Nations. This was made possible by the
heartfelt appeal of the hibakusha and many other like-minded
people for the abolition of nuclear weapons. About three years after
its adoption, the treaty entered into force in January 2021.
